Beside experience the magnificent
views is your opportunity to watch a
mesmerizing performance of a Kecak
dance performance at Uluwatu Temple
with a shimmering Indian Ocean sunset as
your backdrop.

Tirta Empul temple is a Hindu Balinese
water temple located near the town of
Tampaksiring, Bali, Indonesia. The temple
compound consists of a petirtaan or bath-
ing structure, famous for its holy spring
water, where Balinese Hindus go to for rit-
ual purification.

Mandala Suci Wenara Wana, or well
known as Monkey Forest, is the sanctuary
and natural habitat of the Balinese long-
tailed Monkey, scientific name Macaca
fascicularis. It is located at Padangtegal
Ubud, Bali. About 749 monkeys live in this
sanctuary.

Kanto Lampo Waterfall referred to by lo-
cals as Air Terjun Kanto Lampo. This is a
hidden gem in Bali where you can soak
in the pristine water, and take pictures on
the insta-famous rock. Hidden deep in the
jungles of Gianyar region, Kanto Lampo
Waterfall can be a great sight for explora-
tion. This scenic, seasonal waterfall with
its water cascading down a stepped rick
formation is a stunning view to behold.
Located in the village of Beng Gianyar,
this waterfall is also very easy to get to.
Unlike other waterfalls, you don’t have to
go through miles and miles of hiking and
trekking.

Within 15 minutes, you will reach the spot
of the waterfall. The slightly under the ra-
dar location of Kanto Lampo adds to its
uniqueness. The source of water unlike
pther waterfalls im the Bali region is a dam
and this waterfall is absolutely new. But
this formation of a new waterfall turned
out to be a boon for the local villagers. As
many tourists keep coming to visit this wa-
terfall, the income of the villagers increas-
es somewhat. If you are a photography
enthusiast, you can climb up the rocks on
the top of the waterfall and get some nice,
instagram worthy pictures.

Pura Tanah Lot is a hugely popular tour-
ist destination. It does have cultural sig-
nificance to the Balinese, but this can be
hard to discern amid the crowds, clamour
and chaos — especially for the overhyped
sunsets. It's the most visited and photo-
graphed temple in Bali; however, it has all
the authenticity of a stage set — even the
tower of rock that the temple sits upon is
an artful reconstruction (the entire struc-
ture was crumbling) and more than one-
third of the rock is artificial.




Pura Penataran Agung Lempuyang is a
Balinese Hindu temple or pura located in
the slope of Mount Lempuyang in Karan-
gasem, Bali. Pura Penataran Agung Lem-
puyang is considered as part of a complex
of pura surrounding Mount Lempuyang,
one of the highly regarded temples of Bali.

Tirta Gangga Water Palace also known lo-
cally as Taman Tirta Gangga, is a former
water palace of Karangasem empire which
one of east Bali’'s most famous sights. Sit-
uated about 6 kilometres north of the town
of Amlapura, which feature 1.2ha of pools,
ponds and fountains surrounded by trop-
ical gardens. Breathtaking scenery with
lush rice paddies back three levels of or-
namental gardens with swimming pools,
fountains, stone carvings, stepping stones,
fish ponds, and airy pavilions.

The Tirta Gangga literally means water
from the Ganges (India’s holy Ganges Riv-
er) and it is a site of some reverence for
the Hindu Balinese. Strictly, the name re-
fers to the water palace built here from the
late 1940’s to the 1950’s by Gusti Gede
Djelantik, heir to the former Kingdom of
Karangasem. The centerpiece of the pal-
ace is an eleven tiered fountain and there
are many beautiful carvings and statues
adorning the gardens.

The stunning Tukad Cepung cave water-
fall is one of the best waterfalls in Bali, In-
donesia. On sunny days light rays stream
into the cave, illuminating the waterfall in
an almost magical fashion. Although Tukad
Cepung is a relatively well hidden waterfall,
in recent years it has become something of
an Instagram hotspot thanks to its unique
location. It’s a truly beautiful spot that is a
worthy inclusion on any Bali itinerary.

Tegalalang rice fields is a series of rice
paddies located close to Ubud, in the cen-
tre of Bali, famous for its terraced layout.
This is a traditional Balinese irrigation sys-
tem known as subak. Positioned in a val-
ley the Tegalalang rice terraces offer ex-
tremely scenic lookouts over the rice fields
and surrounding green landscape. It's a
very popular tourist hotspot in Bali and a
must-see in many Bali itineraries.

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Sekumpul Waterfall also known locally as

The seven waterfalls each has its own
beauty, form, and height that look extraor-
dinary and makes these waterfalls as the
most gorgeous waterfall in Bali island.
One look at Sekumpul Waterfall and you’ll
think you've arrived in the Lost World. The
whole place is lush and green and the falls
are huge, giving a pre-historic feel to the
area. There the air is very fresh, you can
relax and escape from your busyness, of
course, make you feel peaceful and all the
problems lost.

Gardens by the Bay is a nature park span-
ning 101 hectares of reclaimed land in the
Central Region of Singapore, adjacent to
the Marina Reservoir. The park consists of
three waterfront gardens: Bay South Gar-
den, Bay East Garden and Bay Central
Garden

Conceptualized in 2005 as a key compo-
nent of the government’s “City in a Gar-
den” vision, which evolved from Singa-
pore’s reputation as a Garden City

Home to more than 250,000 plants, as well
as pavilions, waterways and the spectac-
ular Super Trees, Gardens by the Bay is
one of Singapore’s most beautiful outdoor
attractions, where you can stroll leisurely
through various landscapes that represent
diverse ecosystems. See one of the world’s
tallest indoor waterfalls in the Cloud Forest
conservatory, and admire views of Marina
Bay from the Flower Dome conservatory.

Olden-day trades sit next to newer busi-
nesses: flower-garland vendors, modern
eateries, boutique hotels, as well as arts
groups.

Chinatown’s maze of narrow roads in-
cludes Chinatown Food Street, with its
restaurants serving traditional fare like
Hainanese chicken rice, noodles and sa-
tay. Souvenir shops and indie boutiques
dot the area, offering clothes, crafts and
antiques, while Club Street is full of trendy
wine bars.

Merlion Park is a famous Singapore land-
mark and a major tourist attraction, located
near One Fullerton, Singapore, near the
Central Business District. The Merlion is
a mythical creature with a lion’s head and
the body of a fish that is widely used as
a mascot and national personification of
Singapore.
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Sentosa is an island resort off Singa-
pore’s southern coast, connected to the
city by cable car. By Sentosa Station, Ti-
ger Sky Tower has panoramic views that
can stretch as far as Indonesia. On the
south coast, Palawan Beach is lined with
food stalls and bars, and has a suspen-
sion bridge to a small offshore island. You
will also find a number of theme parks and
attractions such as Madame Tussauds &
Universal Studios.
