Unique features include the 
world famous Champagne Pool naturally 
coloured springs, bubbling mud, steaming 
ground, expansive vistas, huge volcanic 
craters and sinter terrace formations. The 
natural bush setting adds another dimen‑
sion to the experience as does the Lady 
Knox Geyser which erupts daily at 10.15 
am to heights of up to 20 meters.

QUEENSTOWN

Head out of Queenstown and the drama 
of the Central Otago landscape unfolds 
around you.

Fiji is a tropical island nation located in 
Oceania in the South Pacific Ocean and 
comprises an archipelago of more than 
332 islands, 110 of which are permanently 
inhabited. Fiji is located about two-thirds of 
the way from Hawaii to New Zealand, and 
immediate neighbors include Vanuatu, 
Tonga, and Samoa. The government sys‑
tem is a republic; the chief of state is the 
president, and the head of government is 
the prime minister. Fiji has a mixed econo‑
my which includes a variety of private free‑
dom, combined with centralized economic 
planning and government regulation.

NADI ISLAND

Nadi is the third-largest conurbation in Fiji. 
It is located on the western side of the main 
island of Viti Levu. Along with sugar cane 
production, tourism is a mainstay of the lo‑
cal economy with the Nadi region having 
Fiji’s highest concentration of hotels and 
motels. Nadi International Airport, located 
9 kilometers from Nadi, is the largest air‑
port in Fiji. Thus, Nadi is the principal port 
of entry for air travelers to Fiji, even though 
it is on the opposite (western) side of the 
island of Viti Levu from the nation’s capital 
and largest city, Suva.
